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Abstract
Economics status of Older Persons in Thailand 2007

The objectives of this study are to study the different of the economic status of the elders
which measure in terms of income per year, sources of income and sufficiency of income, and
analyze factors affecting the sufficiency of income. Data use for this study are from the Survey of
Older Persons in Thailand 2007, collected data from all elders aged 50 years and over in the sample
household by the National Statistical Office. Total sample after weighting are about 56,000 persons.

The results showed that almost of older persons have average incomes per year during
20,000 - 49,999 baht. Those who have income under poverty line (less than 20,000 baht) are women,
those who are living in rural area and having single/widow / separated marital status. Sources of
income of the elders mainly came form their household members especially their children, followed
by income from working. Most of them had sufficient income for their existence. The elders aged 60
years and over were more likely to have sufficient income more than those aged before 60 years.
Those who had middle and high income class were more likely to have sufficient income more than

those who were in the lower income class about 2 times and 4.7 times, respectively.
