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FACTORS AFFECTING MIGRANTS’ INTENTION TO SETTLE DOWN IN PLACE OF DESTINATION

ABSTRACT

The objective of this article was to study situations and the factors affecting the migrants’
intention to settle down in place of destination by region area. The study was conducted on by using the
secondary data of Migration Survey Project in 1994, 1997 and 2006 that collected by NSO.

The study found that trend of the migrants’ intention to settle down in a place of destination was
increased in all regions. The significantly influential factors affecting the increasing decision to settle
down were, marital status of those who were widowed, divorced and did not living with spouse, and
those who had house registration in the current place of residence.

Based on the findings, the researcher proposes that public policy should be formulated in order

to provide assistances to improve people's quality of life in all regions.
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
